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HOW GOD is 
MOVING AMONG 
AFGHAN REFUGEES
“God is opening doors in an unexpected way in the homes of 
Afghan refugees.

The Afghan community is so hospitable and gracious! Their 
homes are always open to us. My wife, especially, has been 
instrumental in serving Afghans, by helping with practical 
needs—offering health and exercise advice, driving them to a 
food pantry and clothes closet, and providing friendship and 
community.

Yet, beyond meeting these physical needs, God has provided 
countless opportunities to share the truth of His Word. Every 
Friday night, we gather in two Afghan households to study the 
Bible. The opportunities seem endless for sharing truth with 
these gracious people.

On Sunday, I met a new Dari-speaking Afghan man who has been 
faithfully attending church. He shared something profound:

"In Afghanistan, I would be killed for attending a church, 
but here, I am free to come and learn for the first time."

This is the power of the gospel at work—breaking barriers and bringing the 
light of Christ into places once closed to His message. Through Global 
Gates, God is moving among the nations, drawing people from unreached 
backgrounds into His kingdom. To Him be the glory!”



Steve, a business owner and Global Gates missionary, has seen his 
workplace become a divinely orchestrated platform for the Great 
Commission. With 70% of his staff being West African Muslims from 
unreached people groups, Steve sees how God has graciously placed him in 
this role, offering unparalleled opportunities to share the hope of Christ with 
these people.
 
With a background in both business and ministry, Steve hoped to bring the 
two together. As he sought the Lord’s guidance, he realized God had been 
shaping his strengths and interests to use business for ministry. God led him 
to manage a business in a concentrated immigrant community, and since 
then, Steve has been faithful to see every interaction with his employees and 
customers as a chance to reflect Christ’s radical love. 

Steve describes his approach as "Business for Mission"—a way to primarily 
provide for his family while making a significant gospel impact in the lives of 
those around him. His goal is not to use his business as a cover, but to 
intentionally leverage it as a conduit for fulfilling the Great Commission. It 
has opened opportunities for his family to engage with 
a community that might otherwise view them as 
outsiders, all while creating an atmosphere where the 
gospel is on display. 

Steve hires employees from a variety of backgrounds, many from unreached 
people groups. He engages with their cultures, partners with local 
organizations to bless his community, and creates a workplace where 
employees feel valued, making his business a bridge for gospel 
conversations. Steve is learning their languages, keeps Bibles visible in his 
office, and reasonably accommodates religious needs. These efforts have 
made a significant impact, and he continues to pray for even greater 
opportunities—like hiring mission-minded Christians and hosting Bible 
studies.
 
By leveraging his business for the gospel, Steve exemplifies how we can use 
our resources and positions to advance God’s work.
